Honors History Course Syllabus
Course Description:  As the title of our textbook indicates below, students will study the history of early America from prehistoric times through Reconstruction.  Instruction will also include aspects of politics, geography, culture, and current events.

Required Materials:  Each student is to bring the following to class EVERYDAY:

· Textbook:  American History:  Beginnings to 1877 and Everything You Need to Ace American History (BOTH OF THESE BOOK WILL BE AVAILABLE IN THE CLASSROOM AND ONLINE)
· Chromebook (CHARGED)
· History Binder

· Pencil/Pen
· Colored pencils

· Daily planner

Evaluation:  Grades will be based on quizzes, tests, projects and participation.

Percentages will be used to determine letter grade.

· 90-100% = A

· 80-89% = B

· 70-79% = C

· 60-69% = D

· 0-59% = F

Homework:  On most days, homework will consist of spending fifteen minutes reviewing information covered in class that day.  On other days, students might finish up an activity started in class, work on a project, or review for a test.  Students are responsible for knowing concepts learned in class that will appear on frequent quizzes.  Students who fail to have homework completed on time will be assigned Safety Net.

Make-Up Work:  Students who are absent will still be responsible for learning the material they missed in class, which will be posted daily on my webpage on the school web site (http://mscorzine.weebly.com). 

Any student absent on a test day will make that test up the day they return to school.  If a student misses the review before a test, they will still take the test on the day they return if no new material was covered during their absence.  

Communication: I will send out messages and reminders to students and parents as needed through Google Classroom.  Parents are encouraged to join to keep up with what is being assigned and important information.
